Giving to the Poor: Touching the Heart of God 

The principle of giving is so deeply 

rooted in Scripture that it cannot be 

removed. One cannot study or obey 

the Word of God 

without giving atten-

tion to giving and itôs 

place in the King-

dom of God. 

Likewise, showing 

kindness to the poor 

is a principle firmly entrenched in 

Godôs Word. Israel was commanded 

to look after the poor and was 

even commanded to share the 

tithe with them every third year: 

At the end of every third year 

you shall bring out the tithe of 

your produce of that year and 

store it up within your gates. And 

the Levite, because he has no 

portion nor inheritance with you, 

and the stranger and the father-

less and the widow who are 

within your gates, may come and 

eat and be satisfied, that the Lord 

your God may bless you in all the 

work of your hand which you do.  

(Deut. 14:28-29) 

Godôs desire for His people to care 

for the poor is a reflection of His own 

actions toward us. We are poor and 

needy, yet He showers us with love, 

compassion, and provision. Further-

more, we demonstrate our neediness 

to Him when we come to Jesus for 

salvation. We cannot, of ourselves, 

attain righteousness, but through the 

finished work of Jesus on the Cross, 

we accept His gift of salvation. 

God told Abram, ñI will make you a 

great nation; I will bless you and 

make your name great; and you shall 

be a blessingò (Gen. 12:2). This bless-

ing is for believers today as well: ñAnd 

now that you belong to Christ, you are the 

true children of Abraham. You are his 

heirs, and now all the promises God gave 

to him belong to youò (Gal. 

3:29 NLT). 

The importance of this 

cannot be understated. The 

blessings of God flow to us 

through our bloodline in 

Christ in order to find ful-

fillment on the earth. We, 

then, become conduits of Godôs bless-

ing to those around us.  

We are blessed to be a blessing and 

must begin blessing others as God has 

blessed us. God will not put more 

into our hands until we turn loose of 

what we have. Giving to the poor 

requires our looking beyond our own 

needs to the needs of others.  

God created a cycle of blessing that 

connects heaven and earth. He de-

sires to release His blessing, but the 

catalyst originates here on the 

earth with us. As God gives to us 

and we share His bounty with 

the poor, the cycle is initiated. 

Then, God gives more so we can 

give more and the cycle contin-

ues. The key is not to possess 

what God has given.  

Remember, God promises an 

open heaven (Mal. 3:10) as you 

are diligent in your tithes and 

offerings, including giving to the 

poor. So be blessed! Step out and 

help someone.

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The Compound Names of God, Part 7, by Dick Smith  

Jehovah-Shamma, the LORD Is There, 

Is the Name of Ezekielôs Holy City 

The visionary prophet Ezekiel minis-

tered to the captive Southern Kingdom 

of Judah and Benjamin after it had had 

been conquered and taken to Baby-

lon in 597 BC.  The last eight chap-

ters of the Book of Ezekiel are de-

voted to his vision of a reclaimed 

land for Israel, a new city and a new 

temple.  The final verse (Ezek 

48:35) in the book reads ñé and 

the name of the city from that day 

shall be: The LORD is There,ò 

which reads in the Hebrew: Jehovah

-Shamma, the seventh of the com-

pound covenant names of God. 

This teaching of the Lord about 

himself is a promise to the people 

of Israel that He will one day return 

and live among his 

people, in a land 

which is fully restored.  

Arthur Burk writes 

ñThe prophet foretold 

the restoration of the 

political, social, eco-

nomic, ecological, and spiritual state of 

all the tribes of Israel.  This will result 

in the reconstruction of the temple, the 

restoration of priestly service, and the 

habitation of God once again among 

his people as His shekinah glory fills the 

temple.ò (Blessing Your Spirit, with Sylvia 

Gunter, p131.) 

The visionôs restoration includes all 

the tribes of Israel, including the ten 

tribes of the Northern Kingdom which 

had been destroyed by the invading 

Assyria 150 years earlier. These ñTen 

Lost Tribesò were fully included in the 

restoration foretold by Ezekiel, and 

assigned geographical boundaries 

within Palestine along with the tribes of 

Judah and Benjamin.  The geographical 

center of the land, including the cur-

rent location of Jerusalem,  was reserved 

for the Levites, the new city and the 

new temple.   

The city of Jehovah-Shamma was seen 

by Ezekiel to be in the shape of a 

square, 4500 cubits (about 1.6 miles) 

on each side, with twelve gates, one 

each named for the twelve sons of 

Jacob. 

This article completes the seven-part 

series on the Compound Covenant 

Names of God.  We began in June and 

have completed the following: 

1. Jehovah-Jireh, The Lord 

Will Provide (Gen. 22:14 

2. Jehovah-Rapha, The Lord 

Who Heals (Ex. 15:26) 

3. Jehovah-Nissi, The Lord 

Our Banner (Ex. 17:14-16) 

4. Jehovah-Shalom, The Lord 

is Peace (Judg. 6:24) 

5. Jehovah-Rohe, The Lord 

My Shepherd (Ps. 23:1) 

6. Jehovah-Tsidkenu, The 

Lord Our Righteousness 

(Jer. 23:5-6) 

7. Jehovah-Shamma, The 

Lord is There (Ezek. 48:35)  

That there are seven of these names 

classifies them as one of the many 

groups of seven which appear through-

out scripture, which the Lord uses to 

teach special characteristics about Him-

self.  Other examples include the Seven 

Days of Creation, the Seven Items of 

Furniture in the Tabernacle, the Seven 

Redemptive Gifts of Individuals, and 

many more.

What is the relationship of hope to faith?  

Hopeful 

 

Dear Hopeful, 

Scripture says that faith ñis the confi-

dent assurance that what we hope for is 

going to happenò (Heb. 11:1 NLT). Did 

you notice the prominent position of 

hope? In order for faith to be oper-

able, hope must already be in action. 

Hope is the fuel of faith, the ener-

gizer of faith, it lights the way for faith. 

Without hope, faith has no direction, 

no guiding light, no point of focus. 

Hope is the fertile soil that enables 

faith to flourish.  

Consider thisé When hope wanes, 

faith wanes. Hopelessness leads to 

despair and faithlessness. Therefore, to 

restore faith, hope must first be re-

stored and activated. 

 

For I know the thoughts that I 

think toward you, says the Lord, 

thoughts of peace and not of evil, 

to give you a future and a hope. 

(Jer. 29:11 NKJV)  

 

Notice that God doesnôt say 

Heôs giving us faith for the fu-

ture; Heôs giving us hope for the 

future. Hope builds faith and 

strengthens its foundations. 

Therefore, when your faith is 

waning, check your hope level. If 

you need more, dig into the 

Scriptures and see what God says 

about your future and receive the de-

posit of hope He desires to impart to 

you.

Why are some people healed while others 

arenôt? 

Wondering 

 

Dear Wondering, 

Jesus healed as many as came to Him 

for healing (Acts 10:38). Scripture says 

He went around doing good healing 

folks and blessing them. His home-

town neighbors, however, didnôt re-

ceive as much from Him as did others. 

Familiarity, unbelief and offense 

worked together in them to thwart 

Godôs desire for them to be healed 

(Matt. 13:53-58). 

God heals because of faith and out 

of His mercy and compassion. Mark 

2:1-12 tells of a paralytic brought to 

Jesus who was healed according to the 

faith of his friends (vv 5). Matthew 

9:35-36 tells of Jesus healing sickness 

out of His compassion.  

Miraculous healing and miracle 

recovery are different. Miracu-

lous healing happens instantly or 

within a few seconds or minutes 

while miracle recovery can take 

time to fully manifest. For both, 

the situation was impacted the 

very second a prayer of faith was 

spoken. If the healing didnôt 

manifest right away, then a re-

covery is already in process. Our 

duty is to thank God for being 

healed and to wait expectantly 

for recovery if necessary.

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KOGõs Supported Missions Around the World, Part 4 

Tim and Debbie V. Serve a Large Asian Country

and geographical details have been masked 

to protect their mission work from hostile 

governmental web searches. More informa-

tion about them can be found on the Mis-

sionary Bulletin Board in the café area of 

the church. 

 

Tim and Debbie V. arrived in Asia as 

singles in 82/83 and were married in 

Beijing in 1991.  Their call to serve in 

Asia came through an initial commit-

ment to pray for the church there, real-

izing that there were so many who had 

never heard the name of Jesus in the 

10/40 window (The 10/40 Window is 

an area of the world that contains the 

largest population of non-Christians in 

the world. The area extends from 10 

degrees to 40 degrees north of the 

equator, and stretches from North 

Africa across to China.).   

After they were married they moved 

to a poor and backward southern prov-

ince where they taught at an education 

college training English teachers for 

the countryside high schools.  Seeing 

the poverty of their studentsô families, 

Tim and Debbie felt led to start a de-

velopment company called ñ3E Devel-

opmentò which gives micro-loans to 

the families and relatives of the stu-

dents.  For the next 11 years, they of-

fered help to over 2000 families 

through the micro-loan program.  In 

2002 when the Vôs learned that many 

of the poor families were taking out 

loans to pay for their childrenôs educa-

tion, they began giving student scholar-

ships.  They have since helped as many 

as 800 students at a time, from primary 

school through university, with tuition 

or living expenses.   

Included in their work are poverty 

alleviation projects such as building a 

bridge, road construction, building a 

primary village school, repairing homes 

and roofs.  In doing so, they have been 

ñloving our neighbor as we love our-

selves and reach out to them with the 

love of Jesus as we help meet their 

physical needs.ò 

The Vôs, along with their two chil-

dren Rianna (17) and Mark (15) who 

have lived in Asia all their lives and are 

currently homeschooled, live in a prov-

ince where 95% of the population is 

farmers.  The work with 3E, and espe-

cially the micro-development,  put 

them involved in the lives of the farm-

ers but only for a very 

short term.  In order 

to be more part of the 

culture and have a 

witness, they leased 

1300 acres with a 50-

year lease in 2004 in 

order to start a beef 

cattle ranch.   

Knowing that God 

owns the cattle on a 

thousand hills (Psalm 

50:10), they named their ranch Thou-

sand Hills, aptly named since it is sur-

rounded by thousands of hills.  There 

are 4 different minority villages of the 

Buyi tribe encompassing the area.  

These folks live in darkness with no 

hope of eternal life apart from Jesus. 

Tim and Debbie know that God has 

opened this door for them to be the 

light on the hilltop.  They have been 

involved in many of the lives of the 

local villagers by hiring them for pro-

jects and helping them carry their rice 

or vegetables to market, or even help-

ing them see a doctor when needed.   

Their primary goal is to be the wit-

ness God wants them to be and to 

bring glory and honor to His name, 

seeing His name proclaimed from the 

mountains of their uttermost part of 

the world.  For more info on their de-

v e l o p m e n t  c o m p a n y  g o  t o 

www.3edevelopment.com.
