The Five Pillars of Culture: 1. Worship

This passage illustrates the relationship
we must cultivate with the Lord if we are
to fully enter in to all that is ours in His
Kingdom. Jesus’ posture before the Fa-
ther was that of a Servant: “For even the
Son of Man did not come to be served,
but to serve..” Mark 10:45). Thus we
see that as we first minister to Him we
assume His posture as a servant and the
image of Christ is perfected in us.

When Jesus travelled to Bethany he
stopped at the home of Lazarus, Martha
and Mary. During His visit, Martha was
busy in the kitchen while Mary sat at

Jesus’ feet eagerly absorbing every word
He spoke. Finally, Martha could stand it
no longer and asked Jesus to send Mary
to the kitchen to help: “Jesus answered
and said to her, ‘Martha, Martha, you
are worried and troubled about many
things. But one thing is needed, and
Mary has chosen that good part, which
will not be taken away from her’” (Luke
10:41-42).

Jesus’ desire for Martha was the same
as His desire for Mary, “Sit here with Me
for awhile.” Like Martha, we often busy
ourselves with a myriad of activi-
ties and expecting a reward, in-
stead of honoring the Lord by
sitting at His feet in worship.
Mary’s servant heart was cleatly
expressed by her willingness to
simply be with the Lord, attentive
and ready to meet any need or
request He had.

At King of Glory, we understand that
worship and serving go hand-in-hand
and cannot exist without one another.
Therefore, we esteem worship as the
most primary of all activities in the King-

When you hear the words “mystery” or
“intrigue”, you might think of spying, a
good mystery novel, or even a B-grade
movie. I doubt you would think
“missionary”. However both those words
could easily apply to the German family
(as we will call them) KoG supports who
are trying to bring the “word” to the Mid-
dle East. Their location, for security rea-
sons, is unknown. And to tell about
them, we have to be very careful how we
word things so they can never be traced.

Sow Your Seed and Give Thanks to the Lord

Sowing seed declares before God and
man that you expect a harvest. Likewise,
giving (sowing) your offering declares
before God and man that you expect to
see God move in wonderful ways in
e your life.

When you sow, there-

& fore, do so with excite-

M ment and faith. Don’t
4 plant small and expect
| to reap big. Instead,
sow the entire field
and look to God to
provide. As you do, God will honor
your offering and will multiply your
harvest back to you.

Giving with excitement means that
you are willing to risk and dig deeper
than may be comfortable. Consider
this, if you can hold your seed in your
hand it’s not the harvest, it is the seed
you are to plant. Therefore, look fur-
ther than you’ve looked before and see
the mighty hand of God move.

God blesses His children so they can
be a blessing to others. The Scriptures
declare that the world will know we are
Christians by the way we love: “Your
love for one another will prove to the
world that you are my disciples” (John
13:35 NLT). Blessing others out of
what God provides demonstrates God’s
love for His children as well.

The Lord promised that, as we are
faithful in our tithes and offerings, the
windows of heaven would open and

blessings would pour out upon us (Mal.

3:8-10). Tithes prepare the ground and
offerings are the seed.

The Old Testament prescribed vari-
ous offerings for the people to give
throughout the year and for certain
conditions such as sickness, dedication,
cleansing, etc. These offerings were
sacrificial in nature and took advantage
of the sacrificial form of worship estab-
lished and codified in the Tabernacle of
Moses.

We see the result of this type of sys-
tem in the Gospels when Jesus went
through the Temple courtyard and
drove out the moneychangers and ven-
dors (Matt. 21:12-13). These business-
men took advantage of a legal system
that required certain things of people to
bring as sacrifices.

With the sacrificial system no longer
in effect because of the Cross, the re-
quirements of our offerings are differ-
ent. Though the Law mandated certain
types of offerings, each one represented
a different aspect of the heart. Now, the

sacrifice we bring is ourselves in wor-

ship (Rom. 12:1-2). We bring our whole
heart, not an animal or a tax.

As we approach God with a heart of
worship, the offering we bring reflects
it. The tithe is set at ten percent, but
offerings are set in the heart:

But this I say: He who sows sparingly
will also reap sparingly, and he who
sows bountifully will also reap bounti-
fully.

So let each one give as he purposes in his

heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for

God loves a cheerful giver.

And God is able to make all grace

abound toward you, that you, always

having all sufficiency in all things, may
have an abundance for every good work.

(2 Cor. 9:6:8)

When you give your offering, ask
Holy Spirit to guide you. God knows
what you need and what He desires
others to receive through you. There-
fore, sow in faith and watch God bring

the harvest. Remember, He promised

that it will be abundant (Phil. 4:9).

The Feasts of the Lord: Passover,
Bread, First Fruits

Editor’s note: Paul reminds us (Ro 11)
that we Gentiles have been grafted into the
root of Israel, and so therefore receive access
to all the promises, including salvation,
made to the Jews. The Jewish history is
therefore our own family history. This
continuing series on Jewish Roots is
designed to make us more familiar with
that history.

In marked contrast to the world’s
observance of holidays, the eternal
God instituted only seven holidays.
And while it is not inappropriate
for men to establish days of special

celebration, their significance can-

chronological sequence.  They are
called “feasts of the Lord.” (Lev. 23:4)
Only on God’s terms and at His invita-
tion can men participate in them and
enter into their benefits. The Christian
understanding of these feasts greatly

enriches our understanding of who

They are based on the Jewish lunar
(Moon) calendar of approximately 354-
day years. They typify the major events
of the Lord’s redemption career. They
begin at Calvary where Jesus voluntar-
ily gave Himself for the sins of the
world (Passover), and climax at the
establishment of the messianic King-
dom at the Messiah’s second coming
(Tabernacles).

That all of humanity

and receive the blessings toward which
these seven feasts God appointed for
Israel should come as no surprise. It is
consistent with God’s unconditional
covenant to the patriarch Abraham,

the central provision of which is “In

Nisan, the day God delivered His
people from Egypt (Ex 12:6). It is the
foundational feast upon which the
next six feasts are built. Annually since
the time of Moses, the Jewish people
have celebrated that on that night a
lamb was sacrificed and the blood was
applied to each doorpost and lentil. In
faith and obedience to God’s com-
mand, that home was “passed over”,
and the life of the firstborn was spared.
In the same way, there was only one
occasion when the Messiah’s flesh was
pierced and His blood spilled on the
cross of Calvary for the sin of the
world. This year Passover begins at

sundown on March 29.

What Does Jesus’ Resurrection Mean for All People?

Dear Dr. Yes,
I know we celebrate Easter, but what
about remembering the IMPORTANT
preceding events of Palm Sunday, the Last
Supper and Good Friday? If nothing is
scheduled at the church, how best should we
honor and remember these events privately?
And what does the resurrection mean for all
people, both believers and unbelievers?

Dear Worshipper,

Your question illustrates important
differences in how the Church as a
whole responds to the events of Holy
Week. These differences are nearly as

old as the Church and in some cases

Without
Christ, we are all dead in our sins. We
are without hope and confined in a
prison of despair with no chance of

escape: “For the wages of sin is

death...” (Rom. 6:23).

Because of Jesus’ sacrificial death and
miraculous resurrection, He over-
came death and is now seated at the
right hand of God (Heb. 12:2).
Through the broken body and shed
blood of Christ, God reconciled
Himself to us so that we can become
blameless and holy in God’s sight
(Col. 1:19-22). Apostle Paul wrote:

“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a

so emotionally charged that positions
of holy vs. unholy are not uncommon.

Liturgical churches have very rich
traditions that enwrap the events of
Holy Week in special songs, readings
and activities. Many people find great
comfort as they immerse themselves in
these traditions and discover anew each
year a measure of the joy, sorrow, grief
and hope of the crucifixion and subse-
quent resurrection.

Other churches are more focused on
the crucifixion of Jesus and place great
emphasis on the pain and suffering
Jesus endured for the sin of the world.
Yet other churches are more resurrec-
tion-centric and their entire celebration
of Holy Week is condensed into Easter
morning and the empty tomb.

None of these “positions” are wrong,

though each can inadvertently foster an

less traditional in focus, your celebra-
tion of Holy Week can still proceed.
Other churches in the area often spon-
sor services and events that you can
attend to find expression for your wor-
ship.

God appointed a second feast which
was to begin the very next day after
Passover, on the fifteenth day of Nisan.
This seven-day feast is called the “Feast
of Unleavened Bread.”  On the first
night, and again on the seventh, there
was to be a time of meeting between
God and man. This feast is a reminder
of God’s miraculous deliverance from
Egyptian bondage, for when Israel fled
from Egypt in the middle of the night,
there was no time for bread dough to
rise. So the Lord commanded, “Seven
days you shall eat unleavened bread
with it, that is, the bread of affliction
(for you came out of the land of Egypt
in haste) that you may remember the

day in which you came out of the land

of Egypt all the days of your life” (Deut
16:3).

The third feast, “Feast of Firstfuits”
occurs on the second day of the seven-

day Feast of Unleavened Bread. It

firstfruits is a pledge, on His part, of a
full harvest. “But now Christ is risen
from the dead, and has become the
firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep” (1 Cor 15:20.) Jesus, our Mes-
siah, was the first to be resurrected
from the grave, never to die again. He

alone is the “firstfruits.”
